1919 H. Neale & Co. Limited was founded by the Neale
family, developing as bookbinders to the trade and
establishing itself as one of the quality diary
manufacturers in the UK. The main business
involved selling diaries to commerce and industry
as advertising business gifts.

1969 Neale expanded into the desk diary and volume
“own brand” retail markets with the acquisition of
D. Harper & Co. Ltd.. Harper, founded in 1875, had
a product range which complemented that of
Neale.

1987 Neale acquired the business of Dataday Limited
with its various brand names including
Leathersmith of London. Founded in 1839 as T.J. &
J. Smith Ltd., Dataday was one of the three leading
brand names in the UK retail diary market. It was
also a market leader in the bound stationery
market, had a well established corporate business,
a strong presence overseas through its
Leathersmith brand and a fine reputation for the
style and quality of its products.

In the period between 1987 and 1994, the recession, both in
the UK and abroad, meant that the business underwent
some major changes and was re-named Neale Dataday
Limited.

1998 Neale Dataday Limited acquired Papworth
Publishing, a specialised publisher of
diaries/directories for Social Care, Probation and
Social Housing staff, Foster Carers and Care
Workers, published under the Sherwood brand.

1999 The Company acquired certain assets of high class
printer and bookbinder MacDermott & Chant and
have built on their reputation for producing
handcrafted leather book.

2008 The company moved to a new office alongside the
factory bringing together all aspects of the
operation in a single area.   

The Company has established a reputation over many

years for manufacturing products and providing services of

the highest quality. This has been gained through the sale

and distribution of diaries and social stationery to

Commercial and Industrial customers, to Retail customers

and directly to the end user.

Whilst focusing its efforts on Marketing, Sales and

Distribution, the Company continues to maintain a highly

skilled bookbindery producing high quality products.
